Walnut Royals
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First, you have to find walnuts that can “stand”.  Otherwise you must do some “filing” with your nail file at the bottom.  The hair is made out of wool roving, which you can glue on. The crowns are made of golden trim – you can, of course, add beads onto them before gluing them on.  The arms are made of pipecleaners – cotton ones are best. After you glue the wooden bead (head) onto the walnut, you can twist a pipecleaner around the neck (ouch, but won’t show) and bring back as arms. Trim the ends and glue on smallest beads for hands.
For the clothing you can sew on some felt. To hide the pipecleaners you may cut an oval piece of felt custom to your walnut and fold one side of it to make the collar – sew in the front to close up. For a fancier look you can cut out two small rectangular felt and sew on to each arm making “sleeves”, then when the arms come out of the robe, the pipecleaner does not show.
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
